In recognition of more than twenty years of professional commitment, leadership, and service to the
Decision Sciences Institute, Southwest Region, R. Wayne Headrick has been selected to receive the
Distinguished Service Award. He has been a member of the Southwest Decision Sciences Institute
(SWDSI) since 1984, and was first a member of the Decision Sciences Institute (DSI) in 1982,

Dr. Headrick has served the SWDSI as Vice President-Finance (1999-2003), Council Member (1993-
1999), and Distinguished Service Award Selection Committee member (1999-2000). He also served
SWODSI as Secretary/Treasurer of the Federation of Business Disciplines (FBD), member of the FBD
