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Charter member, first president, and twenty-five subsequent years of continuous involvement--these
unique qualitites make Dr. William E. Pinney this year's recipient of the Distinguished Service Award.

Dr. Pinney's service to the Southwest DSI is noteworthy in its longevity:  He joined AIDS 25 years ago
and chartered the Southwestern regional association the following year.  He served as president during its
first year of operation, and as program chair the following year.  Dr. Pinney has been elected to the
Council twice,in 1980-81 and again in 1991-93.

He serves
as campus representative at the University of Texas at Arlington, and actively supports their campus
chapter.  Like a father, Dr. Pinney proudly observes the progress of the Southwest DSI and cheers for its
growth and success, while deflecting praise from himself.
